We at Radio Bailrigg in Fylde College of Lancaster University have applied for a new licence to cover the site with our broadcasts and we have chosen to locate the transmitter in the library. We wish to get our audio signal from the studios in Fylde college to the library, using a land line and appropriate line drivers.


We have already sourced the necessary line drivers and wish to connect the 2 locations, via appropriate cable from our equipment racks in A40 Fylde to the NE plant room on the roof of the library, using the spine ducting and available service ducting.


To protect the station against a fault subsequently occurring on any line, we intend to double up on the required capacity of 2-pairs, and install 4-pairs of cable between the 2 locations.


All cables will be terminated at the two sites by Radio Bailrigg (or sub-contractor)  and adequate cable tails shall be left at both locations to enable this.





We require a total cost for the cabling and installation between Radio Bailrigg and the library, and a specification for the type of cable is enclosed. (Taken from ‘The Source’ - Canford Audio, (0191) 417 0057). Any trunking and cable clipping costs shall be included in the quote.
