Radio Bailrigg from Lancaster University, who will shortly be celebrating their 25th anniversary, have been successful in their application for a full-time FM licence.


Building on the success of last years month long FM broadcast, Radio Bailrigg will be the First Student Radio Station in Britain to broadcast permanently on FM.


For over 24 years, the station has broadcast to the campus on its crackly 963 Medium Wave frequency, but now in its 25th year of broadcasting - will transfer to a crystal clear FM frequency.





The programmes will be aimed primarily at a student audience, but also to the staff and visitors to the University, and will be broadcast 16 hours each day.


The first programme will start on Friday 19th January at 6pm, and students all over the university campus will be able to hear ‘Bailrigg FM’ on 87.7.





Station Director, Cameron Patterson said, “Bailrigg FM will give the students and staff at Lancaster their own local Radio Station, and it will become a major part of university life.  On FM we can be picked up throughout campus, and compete with other stations on a level playing field. We are proud to be the first student station to broadcast permanently on FM, especially in our 25th Anniversary year.”
